Day 1 AUSTRALIA – SINGAPORE –SIEM REAP (D)
 Depart from Melbourne on Singapore Airlines flight SQ 218, departing at 12-50 am for Singapore. Arrive at 6-45 am. You may 
wish to take a free City Tour of Singapore or book a room at the Airport Transit Hotel (small additional cost), during the 8 hours before 
your onward flight. Depart on SQ 5024 at 2-45 pm and arrive into Siem Reap at 3-55 pm. Transfer to the 4 star Khemara Angkor Hotel (or 
similar), for your three nights stay. 
Day 2 SIEM REAP (B/L/D)
 Today depart on a full day of sightseeing of the Angkor temples. Visit Angkor Wat, the national symbol and the highlight of any 
visit to Cambodia. Angkor impresses visitors both by its sheer scale and beautifully proportioned layout, as well as the delicate artistry of 
its carvings. Visit Angkor Thom (including the Bayon, the Baphuon and the Royal Enclosure), before continuing to the spectacular jungle 
setting of Ta Prohm. At sunset, visit a temple to watch the sun set over the Cambodian countryside from the upper terraces of an ancient 
Angkorian temple.
Day 3 SIEM REAP (B/L/D)
 After breakfast, visit the Roluos Group of temples and Banteay Srei, the jewel of classical Khmer architecture built in pink 
sandstone with the walls covered in exquisitely preserved carvings of unusual delicacy. Later visit Banteay Samre, Pre Rup and Preah 
Khan Temples.
Day 4 SIEM REAP – SAIGON  (B/L/D)
  This morning go on an excursion to Tonle Sap Lake, located in the heart of Cambodia. This extraordinary lake swells 
up to seven times its original size during the monsoon season. Its ecosystem is one of the richest and most diverse in the region. Take a 
boat trip to explore the floating fishing villages that live at the edges of the lake. Late afternoon flight from Siem Reap to Saigon. On arrival, 
transfer to the Chancery Hotel (or similar), for your three nights stay.
Day 5 SAIGON  (B/L/D)
 Morning visit to the Cu Chi Tunnels, on the outskirts of Saigon. During the American War the Vietcong built a 200km long network 
of tunnels connecting command posts, hospitals, shelter and weapon factories. Dug out of hard laterite by hand tools without the use 
of cement, this amazing network was never discovered. Continue with sightseeing of Saigon, visiting Notre Dame Cathedral, the Opera 
House, the French colonial style Central Post Office and Dong Khoi Street (known as 'Rue Catinet' during French rule), the main shopping 
street in the centre of Saigon, where there is wide range of high quality handicrafts and laquer ware on sale.
Day 6 SAIGON – MEKONG DELTA - SAIGON  (B/L/D)
 Today we will go on an excursion to Cai Be Floating Market. Drive into the heart of the Mekong Delta to Cai Be, and embark on 
one of the local boats to explore the floating market, a lively market of fruit and vegetable barges with a picturesque Catholic cathedral 
on the riverside. Continue along smaller waterways and canals, stopping on the Mekong River Islands, to visit orchards and local cottage 
industries. Enjoy watching how the Delta residents make traditional treats such as dried longans, rice pancakes and puffed rice candies, 
with the chance to sample the local delicacies. Disembark at Vinh Long and return to Saigon by coach.
Day 7 SAIGON – DANANG – HOI AN (B/L/D)
 Morning flight to Danang. On arrival travel by coach to Hoi An, a picturesque riverside town approx 30 kms south of Danang. After 
lunch go on a walking tour of the World Heritage listed old town area, visiting the Quan Cong Temple (1690), Phuoc Kien Pagoda (1690), 
the Japanese Covered Bridge (1593), the Tran Family Chapel (built about 200 years ago), Sa Huynh Museum, Phung Hung House (where 
the same family has been living here for eight generations) and Quang Dong Pagoda (a small Chinese style temple).  Overnight in Hoi An 
at the Ancient House Resort or similar. 
Day 8 HOI AN - HUE (B/L/D)
 After breakfast, overland coach transfer from Hoi An to Hue. First visit the Marble Mountains, five stone hillocks, once islands, 
made of marble. The largest and most famous, Thuy Son, has a number of natural caves in which Buddhist sanctuaries have been built 
over the centuries. Continue on into Danang, to see the sandstone sculptures and carvings of the Cham Museum, founded in 1915 by the 
Ecole Francaise d'Extreme Orient. Afternoon scenic coastal drive between Danang and Hue. Stay at the Hue Heritage Hotel (or similar), for 
two nights.
Day 9 HUE (B/L/D)
  Today enjoy sightseeing in Hue, which was the capital of Vietnam from 1802 to 1945. It houses ancient temples, imperial 
buildings and French-style edifices. Visit the Old Imperial City, Ngo Mon Gate, Thai Hoa Palace, Hall of the Mandarins, the Nine Dynastic 
Urns, the Forbidden Purple City, Dong Ba Market, and the Imperial Tombs of Tu Duc and Khai Dinh. 
Day 10 HUE - HANOI (B/L/D)
 Morning visit to the Thien Mu Pagoda and the Tomb of Emperor Minh Mang. After lunch, transfer to the airport for flight to Hanoi. 
Stay for three nights at the Green Park Hotel or similar. 
Day 11 HANOI (B/L/D)
 Full day of sightseeing in Hanoi (Vietnam’s capital) - an attractive city of lakes, shaded boulevards, public parks, French colonial 
buildings and historic old world charm. Visit the One Pillar Pagoda, the Temple of Literature, Hoan Kiem Lake, the Opera House, St Joseph 
Cathedral, the History Museum and the Museum of Ethnology. In the evening, watch a Water Puppet Show, a fantastic art form originating 
in northern Vietnam and best seen in Hanoi. 
Day 12 HANOI – HALONG BAY (B/L/D) 
 Early morning departure by coach for a full day excursion to Halong Bay. Cruise on a traditional wooden boat among the emerald 
waters and craggy limestone cliffs of Halong Bay, stopping at different islands to explore some of the many caves in this area. Sail past 
floating villages, fishermen casting their nets and pearl fisheries and observe the rhythms of daily life on the bay. Return to Hanoi in the 
evening.
Day 13 HANOI  - AUSTRALIA (B) 
 At leisure, until your transfer for your flight SQ 175, departing at 1-30 pm for Singapore. Arrive at 6-00 pm local time and connect 
to SQ 227, departing at 9-00 pm to Melbourne.
Day 14 MELBOURNE 
 Arrive into Melbourne in the morning at 7-15 am
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
